Be co-operative & honest. Recognise & understand their own as well as other shortcomings.

Be willing to assist and take responsibility for the clubs equipment e.g. nets, corner flags etc.

Demonstrate fair play.

	
Be supportive, helpful & interested.

Accept the coaches & officials decisions.

Encourage their child’s team to recognise & acknowledge good play by their opponents.

Encourage fair play by all.

Keep the team coach informed of any personal changes or needs.
