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CLUB/COACH BURSARY SCHEME
(Guidance Notes)

Who Can Apply
· Coaches/potential coaches who are attached to a community club within Herefordshire and Worcestershire.
· The coach/potential coach must be 16 years old or over
· The application is completed and signed by both the club and the coach

What You Can Apply For
· Funding towards a Level 1/2 or 3 National Governing Body Coaching qualification
· Funding towards a coaching development opportunity – e.g. putting on an event that will develop coaches, talk/seminar for coaches

What You Will Receive
· For Level 1 and Level 2 qualifications you may be awarded up to 75% of the course fees to a maximum of £150. (Level 2 coaches must be working with 16+yr old players/athletes
· Level 3 qualifications will be treated on a case by case system to determine the financial support given
· For Coaching Development Opportunities you may be awarded up to 50% of the costs
· If your application is successful then you will receive a coaching polo shirt and other goodies from the Sports Partnership

The Club/Coach Requirements
· Coaches are required to complete their NGB coaching qualification and send in certificate
· Coaches are required to attend a ‘Safeguarding and Protecting Children’ workshop (if attending a SPHW course it will be free of charge) and send in certificate
· Coaches are required to attend  an ‘Emergency First Aid’ workshop (if attending a SPHW course it will be free of charge) and send in certificate
· Coaches are required to attend an ‘Equity in Your Coaching’ workshop (if attending a SPHW course it will be free of charge) and send in certificate
· For every £10 of funding received the Coach must volunteer one hour of their time to the Club (i.e. £150 funding = 15hours coaching). A SPHW logbook will be given to you to fill out and get your hours signed off by your club. 
· Level 1 coaching course awards must show at least 20% of their hours as working with 16+yrs old players/athletes. 
· Level 2 coaching course awards must be coaching and log their hours as working with 16+ yrs old players/athletes
· Coaches must sign up to the Sports Partnership coach data base – for more details please contact l.hughes@worc.ac.uk  or (01905) 542032
· The club needs to complete the payment forms, so we know where to send the funds to
· Must complete all of the above and claim the funds within 12months
Other Important Points
· Funds are released to the club once all requirements are met and sent into the Sports Partnership
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Awards can not be given retrospectively – i.e your application form has to be with the Sports Partnership before your coaching course commences. HINT (the earlier you apply before your course starts the better)
· We ask are you wear your coaching polo shirt when completing your voluntary coaching hours at your club, and free to wear it at any other time as well.

· The club must have a bank account of their own for the funds to be released into
